Latin America Member Financial Relief Policy
CSIA recognizes that the economy of Latin America differs from that of the United States, Canada, Western Europe and other nations, primarily in the rates charged for services.  Therefore, this financial relief policy was developed to make membership in CSIA more affordable for smaller control system integration companies in Latin America.  
The policy details are as follows:
· The policy is applicable only to members with an office or offices in Mexico, the countries of Central America and the countries of South America.  It does not apply to companies with an office or offices in any other country. 
· A reduced fee of $500 is provided for the first year of membership for companies with annual revenues of less than $2 million USD.  This is a one-time discount. Companies with annual revenues greater than $2 million USD pay the full dues amount.
· The minimum annual revenue required to be an Associate member is reduced to 50% of the amount stated in the CSIA by-laws.  The current by-laws state $600,000 minimum annual revenue.
· The minimum annual revenue required to be a Participating member is reduced to 50% of the amount stated in the CSIA by-laws.  The current by-laws state $250,000 minimum annual revenue.
· Discounts do not apply to programs with participation fees (example: Sales Training)
